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NURSING 339 - CARE PLAN CRITERIA

1.  PATIENT ASSESSMENT (5 points for behaviors/5 points for stimuli)
a. Interview patient, review chart, and complete a Nursing History and Assessment.  

b. Collect, identify and analyze data from all other appropriate resources.  Include appropriate lab results. 

c. Document primary, secondary, and tertiary roles, maturation stage, developmental tasks and stage of illness.
d. Identify and document ineffective behaviors based on your assessment.
e. Identify and record manipulatable stimuli related to adaptive and/or ineffective behaviors.  All stimuli should be supported by behaviors from the first level assessment.  Do not use arrows in your stimuli column.
2.  NURSING DIAGNOSIS (3points)
a. The nursing diagnosis is a three-part statement. Select two priority diagnoses to work up for your patient.  You will submit one physiologic care plan and one psychosocial care plan.
3.  OUTCOMES (5 points)

a. For your care plan, create a long-term outcome (start with a positive restatement of the nursing diagnosis).  Then, Identify realistic, obtainable and measurable short-term outcomes, specifying the critical time to achieve outcomes and observable, measurable outcome behaviors for each stated outcome. Involve patient, his/her significant others and staff in outcome setting. Look at first level behaviors and change the behavior to create your outcomes.

4.  INTERVENTIONS (7 points)

a. For each stimulus listed, formulate one or more nursing actions to reduce, move toward positive change, or eliminate the cause of the problem.

b. State all key interventions that assist the patient in achieving the desired outcomes.


c. Specify rationales for all nursing interventions.

EVALUATION OF PATIENT CARE (5 points)

a. Evaluate patient progress towards expected outcomes. Identify behaviors that indicate achieved and unachieved outcomes. Modify and/or add follow-up as needed. State if nurse should continue with interventions or modify them.
